Preparation for Registered Licensing
Examination

For the purpose of continuously preparing nursing students in the baccalaureate program leading to
initial licensure as registered nurses for the comprehensive licensing examination (NCLEX-RN),
standardized tests developed for this purpose will be administered and evaluated as part of the final
course grades beginning in the sophomore year (or its equivalent) at the student's expense.

All senior nursing students (or the equivalent) are required to demonstrate successful achievement on a
designated predictive NCLEX-RN readiness assessment examination prior to graduation. This
examination, in combination with any required remediation, must be successfully completed as a
prerequisite to certification by the College as part of the application process for state licensure.
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
